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Abstract: At present Chinese legal academia, the discussion of the transfer of right in re has centered
with that of the ownership, neglecting the particularities of the establishment of limited rights of things.

However, there are many differences between the establishment of limited rights of things and the trans2
fer of ownership. Principally, limited rights of things should be established by means of the formation of
the concerning contract and its perfection. So it is the principle of registration with absolute effect that
should be adopted as the general mode of the establishment of limited rights of things.
