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Abstract: “Truth” is a vague concept rich of meanings which rejects accurate understanding. “Fact”
must be established by judges as a conclusion after individualized thinking, which can be called *judge
truth”. From the views of fuzziness and a three — stage evolution model, the evaluation of evidence is es-
sentially fuzzy. Judicial proof should tolerate and even encourage the using of fuzzy language in daily life
to describe cases. The theory of fuzziness provides new perspective and methods for the scientific develop-
ment of judicial proof, and it also creates and expands the rational choice space for researchers. It gives
explanations differently from existing legal context, and tries to {orm the concept system and methodolo-
gy frame to describe and deal with the fuzziness of judicial proof scientifically. Thus it offers an approach
to resolve the difficulties between certainty and uncertainty.
